FULL-TIME POSITIONS
PREKINDERGARTEN/KINDERGARTEN TEACHERS


One or two lead teachers will lead and teach a group of 20 children.  An adult helper and 2 teen helpers will assist the lead teachers. (Therefore, there are a total of 5 staff in the classroom: a 1 to 4 ratio of staff to children).  The children will remain with these teachers throughout the day and week. The teachers will be provided with all resources and prepared snack. The students will attend the large group assemblies, a bible class, and a music class with supervision by the PK/K teachers.
TEACHER ASSISTANTS FOR PREKINDERGARTEN 
 (4-year-olds) AND KINDERGARTEN CLASSES
Assistants will work in the classroom with the two lead PK or Kindergarten teachers. There are 3 adults and 2 teens assigned to each classroom of 20 children so we maintain a 1:4 ratio of adults to children. The assistant may volunteer all 5 days or just a day or two as their schedule permits. They are welcome to help with the planning but may also choose just to be an extra set of hands throughout the day. The assistant would be expected to supervise and assist the children during crafts, snack, group time, and recreation time. Please specify if you want PK (4-year-old) or Kindergarten and if you are requesting a specific child(ren) in your class. .  
Trail Guides (Mentors)
Mentors are small group leaders for those entering 1st through 5th grade.  There are up to 20 children assigned to each group with one adult and two teen mentors. The mentors do not teach any classes but are there to facilitate discussions, develop enthusiasm and show Godly care for each of the children. The mentors will attend 2-3 meetings prior to VBS to receive resources and share ideas about how to best support the children during VBS week. The mentors are encouraged to pray with their group and to inspire their children to make the Gospel message real in their lives. Please specify if you have a grade request and a specific student request and we will try to honor your requests as space allows!
MIDDLE SCHOOL 

SMALL GROUP FACILITATORS
     Facilitate small group discussions with a group of approximately 6 middle schoolers.  These small group facilitators may be adults or young adults, 16 years of age or older. Materials will be provided and meetings will be held prior to VBS for training and planning.  Preparation for these facilitators is minimal but they should be comfortable talking about their faith and praying with their small group.

RECREATION 

 
These teachers may be adults or responsible teens who will lead a group of 20 children in recreation activities. These leaders will work with the Recreation Coordinator to plan and prepare age appropriate games for the children and will lead eight 15 minute recreation classes per day. There is usually about 4 recreation staff on each team to assist with managing the students and activities.

BIBLE STORY TEACHER


The bible story teacher meets with 20 students at a time to share the bible story and facilitate discussion and understanding of the passage. Resources are available to prepare and plan for each day and approximately 2 meetings will be held prior to VBS to help you plan and discuss the material. One “Prep” is required for each of the 5 days and each day the teacher will present her lesson to 4 different classes. The sessions are each 25 minutes long.  Please specify your grade preference (1st through 5th). 
MUSIC


There are 5 music teachers for PK/K through 5th grade children.  The music teachers may be 2-3 responsible teens or an adult with teen assistants. The teachers lead 4 classes a day to similar aged children and each class is 25 minutes long. The music teacher will meet with the other music staff a couple of times prior to VBS to learn the music and hand motions. CDs, Word Charts, and hand motions are all available resources. The teachers will also assist the primary grades as they sing at the VBS Mass on Friday. The PK/K music teacher will assist at the PK/K music program Thursday afternoon.  Please specify your grade preference (PK/K -5th grade). 
CRAFT HELPERS TO ASSIST PRIMARY GRADES DURING VBS

  
Assist the elementary classes that rotate through this area as they make their crafts. Craft helpers can be adults or responsible teens and can help out part-time or all 5 days. 
SNACKS-HELP OUT DURING VBS WEEK

Assist on all or just one or two days in the snack room.  Children arrive at scheduled times to receive snacks. The snack staff will prepare, serve, and clean up the snack area each day. 
NURSERY WORKERS FOR VBS STAFF
To care for the children not yet old enough to attend vacation bible school but who have parents assisting at the program. The ages could be from 0 to 3 ½ years old but will depend on the needs.  You may assist in the nursery as little as one day or all 5 days. The staff to child ratio is about 1:2 depending on available staffing. The children have a contained classroom with bathroom, age-appropriate toys, a separate room for napping (for the children, not the staff! ( ) and opportunities for 2 ½ and 3 year olds to attend the opening program and attend a music class. 

SKIT TEAM

Work with skit team and director to perform daily skits during the opening program. Two lead roles have extensive lines and we would need a strong high school student or adult to perform these roles. Smaller roles may be filled by middle school or high school students. Students will try out for roles. Scripts are provided and assistance with costumes and props is encouraged.  Several practices are required prior to VBS week. 
Tech Support


Assist at the Opening and Closing Assemblies each day with the sound board and media presentation. Assist band and skit team with sound checks at rehearsals and prior to assemblies. 

Information Table


Work at the VBS information table throughout VBS week. Answer questions, update class changes, count mission money, and be a point person to direct staff and visitors. 
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
